1) CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Hall called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m.

2) PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Hall led the Pledge of Allegiance.
3) PUBLIC COMMENTS
There were no public comments at this time.
4) APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF 12/27/10 Regular Meeting

5) AGENDA ITEM #7


DILWORTH ROAD REPAVING

Ms. Mari Galvan from Commissioner David Garza’s office explained that the plans are 100% approved and 
now the environmental review needs to be done. She couldn’t give an exact time frame that the study would 
be completed. She further explained that the project must be completed before the end of the year. She said 
she will keep the City Secretary informed of the progress of the project.

Mayor Hall thanked Ms. Galvan for attending the meeting.

Mayor Hall moved back to Agenda Item #5.

6) AGENDA ITEM #5


PRESENTATION FROM MR. DAVID FLINN, FERRIS AND FLINN, LLC

Mr. David Flinn, Ferris and Flinn LLC, addressed the low water pressure problem. He explained that Texas 
Commission on Environmental Quality would probably view a booster pump on Fiesta as a temporary fix to 
the problem. His suggestion is an above ground water storage tank. He presented two options. A pump 
station with a ground storage tank would be approximately $500,000 and an elevated storage tank would be 
approximately $1,000,000. Mr. Flinn said that there is a low interest loan available from the State Water 
Development Fund that the City could look into.


Mayor Hall said he would like a committee to look into which direction the City needs to go and where the 
money will come from. He appointed Councilman Faxon and Councilman Hendrix to the Committee. 
Mayor Hall said that due to the time restraints a meeting needs to be held in two weeks. The meeting was 
set for Monday, February 7, 2011 at 1:30 p.m.

Councilman Hendrix made the motion for approval and was seconded by Councilwoman Lieberenz.

8) DISPOSITION OF 2008 POLICE VEHICLE


Chief Garcia presented values (copies attached) for the 2008 police vehicle to the Council for review. He 
said that the City of Rio Hondo is interested in buying the car for $5,000.

Councilman Hollingsworth made the motion to sell the car for $5,000 and was seconded by Councilman 
Faxon.



Mayor Hall took the vote and the motion was approved unanimously.
9) POLICE DEPARTMENT CELL PHONE POLICY

Chief Garcia presented a copy of the cell phone policy (copy attached) to the Council for review.

Councilman Faxon requested the following changes:
1. Under B.4 change “charged with traffic violations” to “involved in an accident”.

2. Under C.4 In the first sentence delete the phrase “unless extreme circumstances exist”

3. Under C.4 Delete the last sentence

Councilman Hollingsworth made the motion for approval, as changed, and was seconded by Councilwoman Lieberenz.


Mayor Hall took the vote and the motion was approved unanimously.
