1) CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Hall called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m.

2) PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Hall led the Pledge of Allegiance.
3) PUBLIC COMMENTS
There were no public comments at this time.
4) APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF 1/24/11 Regular Meeting and 2/7/11 Special Meeting
A copy of the minutes (copy attached) from the 1/24/11 Regular Meeting were given to the Council for review.
Councilman Hosea made the motion for approval of the minutes and was seconded by Councilwoman Lieberenz.


Mayor Hall took the vote and the motion was approved unanimously.
A copy of the minutes (copy attached) from the 2/7/11 Special Meeting were given to the Council for review.
Councilman Hosea requested the following changes:

Agenda Item #2 the motion be changed to read as follows:

Councilman Hosea made the motion to implement the backflow program contingent on a letter from Harlingen to allow the change of the backflow devices from RPZ to double check valves and to begin negotiations with Harlingen on the water treatment contract.

He also stated that Mayor Pro-Tem Faxon abstained from voting.

Councilwoman Lieberenz made the motion for approval, as changed, and was seconded by Councilman Hosea.


Mayor Hall took the vote and the motion was approved unanimously. 
5) UPDATE OF WATER PRESSURE PROBLEM FROM MR. DAVID FLINN, FERRIS AND FLINN, LLC

Mr. David Flinn, Ferris and Flinn LLC, addressed the low water pressure problem. Mr. Flinn presented a 
compliance plan (copy attached) to the Council. He explained that the City of Harlingen had been contacted 
concerning a letter allowing the City of Palm Valley to change the backflow devices from RPZ to double 
check valves with the implementation of a backflow prevention program. Their response was they would 
not agree to the change unless the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) agreed to the 
change as well. 


Councilman Hosea made the motion to reconsider the Compliance Plan submitted to TCEQ in light of the 
response from the City of Harlingen. The motion was seconded by Councilman Hollingsworth. 


Mayor Hall took the vote and the motion was approved unanimously.


Discussion on a package booster station and elevated storage tank was held.


Councilwoman Lieberenz made the motion to purchase a booster pump now with the ultimate goal to be to 
build an elevated storage tank. The motion was seconded by Councilman Hosea.


Mayor Hall took the vote and the motion was approved unanimously.

6) DECLARING 1998 FORD RANGER SURPLUS AND SETTING A MINIMUM SELLING PRICE

Becky Grayson presented values (copies attached) for the 1998 Ford Ranger.

Councilman Hollingsworth made the motion to sell the truck for the highest offer over $1,000 and the last 
day to accept offers is 4/1/11. The motion was seconded by Councilman Lieberenz.
