1) CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Hall called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m.

2) PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Hall led the Pledge of Allegiance.
3) PUBLIC COMMENTS
Don Duncan, a candidate for Constable, was present to seek support for his candidacy and briefed the Council on his qualifications for the position.
4) APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF SEPTEMBER 24, 2012

Councilman Hendrix made a motion to approve the minutes as submitted.  Councilman Anzaldua 
seconded the motion.

5) ACTION TAKEN TO RENEW THE INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BY AND BETWEEN THE CITY OF PALM VALLEY AND TEXAS A&M UNIVERSITY-KINGSVILLE FOR PREPARATION OF A TEXAS POLLUTANT DISCHARGE ELIMINATION (TPDES) STORMWATER PERMIT APPLICATION AND STORM WATER PLAN

Rosendo Flores, Waterworks Supervisor, explained that this renewal allows TAMUK to prepare the City 
annual water report and authorizes a storm water permit to be issued.


Councilman Werley made a motion to renew the Interlocal Agreement and authorize the payment of $4,000 
to prepare the storm water plan.

CONSENT AGENDA:
a. Police Report – SEPTEMBER 2012 – Chief Garcia went over the police report for September 2012 and informed the Council of training he attended with regards to using the environment to prevent crime. He spoke briefly on an aggravated assault arrest over the weekend which will be reflected on the City’s police blotter.


Chief Garcia briefly reported on the National Night Out event.  He commented it was a great 


success with over 30 organizations/agencies participating.   He reported donations in the amount of 

$335 and expenses in the amount of $321.32.



Some minor discussion followed on the number of oil changes that the PD vehicles go through.  


Chief Garcia explained that while he was gone the officer on duty was changing the oil every 3,000 

miles versus 4,500 miles.
